The Symposium Poster Printing Grant provides funding to cover poster printing costs for students presenting at the Spring 2026 University Research Symposium. Funding is limited and will be awarded on a first-come, first-served basis until funds are exhausted. 

To be eligible, students must first apply to present at the Symposium (in person) and have their participation confirmed on the Symposium website before their grant application will be considered. Each student may apply only once and may request funding for only one poster. 

This grant is intended for students who would otherwise be unable to afford poster printing. Students should not apply if poster printing costs can be covered by another funding source, such as a faculty or student grant. Faculty mentors must approve the students’ grant application and confirm that no research grant or departmental funds are available to cover the poster printing costs. 

Approved applicants will receive a $62 printing waiver for a 36×48" unlaminated poster printed through the Center for Integrated Professional Development (CIPD). Students are responsible for submitting their posters in accordance with University Research Symposium and CIPD guidelines: https://prodev.illinoisstate.edu/services/graphics/
